SEALED. Transcripts must be signed or stamped by a school official on the back flap of the
envelope. Your application will be considered incomplete if we do not receive official
transcripts in an official and sealed envelope.

Transcript must include grades 9 - 11 and the first quarter of grade 12.

Personal Statement

Your personal statement should be no longer than two pages, typed and doubled-spaced. Please
type the words “Personal Statement” at the top of each page, along with your first and last name.
Clearly address the following three questions in sequential order, typing each question as it
appears below. Type your response directly under each question.

2. Name an individual or describe an event that influenced you to select your career. Please
explain why this person or event is significant.

3. What material possession do you cherish most and why?
